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                                       The Exchange Of Belts

                1 Samuel 18:1-4

  “ And it came to pass, when he had made an end of speaking  unto Saul, that the soul of Jonathan was knit with the soul of David, and Jonathan loved him as his own soul. And Saul took him that day, and would let him go no more home to his fathers house. Then Jonathan and David made a covenant, because he loved him as his own soul. And Jonathan stripped himself of the robe that was upon him and gave it to David, and his garments, even to his sword and to his bow and to his girdle.”

   The exchange of belts is the second part of cutting the covenant found in this passage that find their fulfillment in Jesus.

   The exchanging of belts symbolizes the exchange of strength. Jesus took our sinful weak nature and gave us new life from the inside out! 

   Col.1:26-27 says- “Even the mystery which hath been hid from ages and from generations, but now is made manifest to His saints; To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the gentiles, which is Christ in you ,the hope of glory;” !

   Joel 3:10 b says , “…let the weak say, I am strong.” We must receive His strength through the Holy Spirit, we must continually grow up in Him, conforming daily to the image of Jesus, through the word and prayer, walking out every day by revelation and strength  through the Holy Spirit.

   Zech. 4:6 b says “not by might ,nor by power , but by My Spirit saith the Lord of Host”!

   Eph.6:10-14  says to be strong in the Lord and the power of His might , put on the whole armour of God, that you may be able to stand against the wills of the devil….. and having done all to stand, stand therefore, having oyour loins girt about with truth…” Some translations say  “the Belt of truth”

  In John 17:17 Jesus qualified what truth is, He said sanctify them through thy truth, Thy Word is truth. 

   So we see that in hearing the truth and receiving that truth we receive Jesus and His strength When you know the truth, the truth will make you free ! (John 8:32)

   2 Cor. 12:9-10, “And He said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee; for My strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly  therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me. Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in persecutions, in distresses for Christ’s sake: for when I am weak, then I am strong.”

   So in our weakness is His strength perfected! This is the exchange, I give Him my weakness and He gives me His strength!

   This is true oneness as marriage, unity, two becoming one, a covenant relationship. When one is weak and the other strong they can come together and make one strong unit.

   We are workers together with Him 1Corinthians 3:9 and 2Corinthians 6:1 says, we are co-laborers with Him!

   1 Sam.17:1-50 is a scriptural example of being strong in the Lord and the power of His might. Two (the Lord and David) working together and the seemingly impossible battle with the giant Goliath was won victoriously!

   We have to know Him and stand up in Him and receive His strength, we have on His belt! We need to speak in line with what God has said in His word. We must line up our mouth with him and come into full agreement with Him!
