                   #4   The Shedding Of Blood   (add on)

     Read Genesis 17: 1-14

   Everytime a covenant was made there was the shedding of blood. This is what God taught man.

   Lev.17: 11-14 says that the life of the flesh is in the blood and it is the blood that makes atonement for sin.

    Where the blood has been the Holy Spirit is welcome! Ex.29:19-21

   Heb.9:22 says that almost all things are purged with blood, and without the shedding of blood there is no remission.

   In verse 19 that the book of the law (the Word of God) and the people were sprinkled by the blood. The Blood of Jesus ratified every Word of the living God! And Peter said that we are born of the incoruptable seed of the Word of God! (1 Peter 1: 23)

   Gen.4:5, Cain slew his brother and the scripture says that the “ voice of thy brothers blood crieth unto Me from the ground.” Blood is very precious to God it even speaks somehow in the spirit realm. The word says in Heb.12:24 about Jesus being the mediator of the new covenant and His blood speaks better things than that of Abels.

We do know this, that Jesus  blood speaks a better word in that Abels blood cries out for justice and Jesus blood satisfies God’s justice and speaks of forgiveness of sins and the cleansing of the conscience.

   EX 12:13 The blood will be a sign for you on the houses where you are; and when I see the blood, I will pass over you. No destructive plague will touch you when I strike Egypt.

   Heb. 10:19-20, we enter into the holiest of all by the Blood of Jesus, by a new and living way which He has consecrated for us through the veil,  which is His flesh!

   1 Cor. 5:7 Christ our Passover was sacrificed for us.

   The Passover in the old testament consisted of a lamb sacrificed and the blood put over and on the sides of their doors and the death angle passed on by them. This was a type or shadow of Christ Jesus that was to come, the deliverer. Then we see John the Baptist in John 1:29 saying “Behold! The Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!”

   Rev.12:11, Now we overcome satan by the Blood of the Lamb and the word of our testimony! We are more than conquerors! Rom.8:37. We are world overcomers! 1 John 5:4

   We see here three elements of victory, the blood, words, our testimony. The blood is the token and seal of Jesus finished work on the cross and all that it makes available to us of blessing, power and victory! Through the Word of God we come to know God and know and understand all that Jesus blood has purchased for us. 

   Through testifying to that which the Word of God reveals concerning the blood, we make Jesus’s victory  over satan real and effectual in our personal experience in our everyday life. The Word of God ratified by the blood of Jesus becomes manifest in our life as we meditate on, speak it  it and govern our life by it.

   Hos.4:6  God says that His people perish for a lack of knowledge. You can not expect any victory without a proper knowledge of His Word and ability to apply it.

     The Word of God is the Divine agent  of spiritual cleansing and is compared to pure water, Eph.5:26, John 15:3. 

   Ps. 119:105, 130 The word of God is referred to as light to our path and giving understanding.  In John 1:1 and Rev.19:13 Jesus is called the Word of God so 1 John 1:7 says that if we walk in the light as He is in the light …the Blood of Jesus cleanses us!

   1 John 5:6 says the Spirit bears witness that Jesus came by water and blood.

   God’s provision always includes these two agents, the Blood of Jesus and the washing of the water of the Word!

   Jesus did not come just to be a great teacher to expound on God’s Word, He came to be our great Savior by the shedding of His own Blood to redeem us from our sin. He was the final sacrifice lifted on the alter of the cross, He shed His blood once for all that we could enter covenant with God. His blood ratified every word of that covenant in which we have 66 books of  in our Bible!

  Heb. 9:11-26, Emphasis on verses 13,14,22 and 10:4. The blood of Jesus is central to all the new testament. Number 1 He gave His blood to remove our sins and  to reconcile us with God.

   Jesus accomplished the following by His blood:

1. His blood forgives the sins of all who repent and believe, Matt.26:28

2. His blood ransoms all believers from the power of satan and evil powers, the world. John 16:33, Acts 20:28, Eph.1:7, 1 Peter 1:18-19, Rev.5:9,  Rev.12:11

3. Jesus blood justifies all who believe in Him, Rom.3:24-25

4. Jesus blood cleanses the believers conscience that he might serve God without guilt in full assurance, Heb.9:14, 10:22, 13:18

5. His blood sanctifies the people of God. Heb.13:12, 1 John 1:7-10

6. His blood opens the way for believers to come boldly before the throne of grace, directly before God through Christ to find salvation, grace, mercy and help. Heb.7:29,10:19, Eph. 2:13,18

7. His blood is the guarantee of all the promises in the covenant. Heb.9:20,  10:19, 13:20, Matt 26:28, 2Cor.1:20

8. The saving, reconciling and purifying power of the blood of Christ is continually appropriated to the believer as he draws near to God with a true heart through Christ. Heb.7:25, 10:22, 1John 1:7

   REV 5:9 And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation;.
