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             The mark or token of the Covenant

Noah
Gen. 9:8-17

GE 9:13 I do set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be for a token of a covenant between me and the earth.

GE 9:17 And God said unto Noah, This is the token of the covenant, which I have established between me and all flesh that is upon the earth.

God’s token ,  Hebrew word is “oth” which in short means a signal or monument or evidence.

God put His bow in the cloud so it would show us evidence that He would never forget the covenant He made with mankind and we still see it today after a rain! 

Abraham

Gen. 17:1-11

GE 17:11 And ye shall circumcise the flesh of your foreskin; and it shall be a token of the covenant betwixt me and you.

Abraham’s mark or token was circumcision.

The new testament marks are found on Jesus hand’s (John 20:24-29) and His followers hearts (circumcision of the heart, Rom.2:29, reference old testament to Rom. Is in Ezekiel 11:19-21, 36:25-27).

GAL 6:14-17 But God forbid that I should glory, save in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world is crucified unto me, and I unto the world.

15 For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision availeth any thing, nor uncircumcision, but a new creature.

16 And as many as walk according to this rule, peace be on them, and mercy, and upon the Israel of God.

17 From henceforth let no man trouble me: for I bear in my body the marks of the Lord Jesus.

EPH 2:8-10 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:

9 Not of works, lest any man should boast.

10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them. 

We are saved by grace, His empowering presence! This new creation should be visible to the world.

We wear the mark of a Christian by our everyday life, attitudes and all we live as an example of Christ Jesus, being in agreement with and letting God’s anointing flow through us by Holy Spirit to the world, whether by, love, the word, miracles, trials, what ever everyday life brings or needs, doing all in the Spirit of God, conforming to the image of Jesus daily.

This is as Paul wrote to the Corinthians in 1Cor.2 “…in the demonstration of the Spirit and power”..

2CO 5:17-20 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.

Verse 20 says that we become ambassadors for Christ!

What is an ambassador? What does it stand for? What does he do?

1 Thess.2:4 you have been intrusted with His Word.

You are to be a good steward of the gospel treasure.

Paul had full authority as an earthly ambassador does and he says you do to as Christ’s.

Paul says we are personal representatives of the Majesty of God And Jesus from the heavenly Kingdom to the earthly one.

Jesus said in Matt. 10:40 “he that receiveth you receiveth Me”

Any contempt or injury against or towards the Christian is an offense against the Head of state God the Father and Jesus the King of kings and Lord of lords.

Our message is not that of our own but of His Sovereign.

We are a new creation in Christ and that can not help but to show. 

We are representatives of His we are not our own anymore.

1CO 6:19-20 What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?

20 For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's.
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
