             Part 7, The pronouncement of blessings and curses

The advantages for keeping the covenant and the consequences for breaking the covenant. (Duet.28:1-14, blessings – Duet. 28:15-61, curses – Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law,Gal.3:13)

DT 29:9 Keep therefore the words of this covenant, and do them, that ye may prosper in all that ye do.

If you do not know your covenant with God you can be under some of the curses, they can attach their self to you out of ignorance of what you have and who you are in Christ Jesus, like a stranger to the covenant, Eph. 2:12 and Hosea 4:6.

ISA 1:19-20 If ye be willing and obedient, ye shall eat the good of the land:

20 But if ye refuse and rebel, ye shall be devoured with the sword: for the mouth of the LORD hath spoken it.

The oath

HEB 6:16-19 For men verily swear by the greater: and an oath for confirmation is to them an end of all strife.

17 Wherein God, willing more abundantly to show unto the heirs of promise the immutability of his counsel, confirmed it by an oath:

18 That by two immutable things, in which it was impossible for God to lie, we might have a strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay hold upon the hope set before us:

19 Which hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and stedfast, and which entereth into that within the veil;

Jesus is the Word

JN 1:1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.

JN 1:14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.

If you herd His word of truth and you acted on it and you are born again then you have come out of His Word also!

1PE 1:23 For you have been born again, not of perishable seed, but of imperishable, through the living and enduring word of God.

1PE 2:2 As newborn babes, desire the sincere milk of the word, that ye may grow thereby:

Now you must feed on the Word to grow just like you must feed a baby to grow up. 

When the child is grown he must still feed to grow strong and stay alive. You have to eat to stay strong and to continue to grow. We should never stop growing until Jesus comes or we go to be with Him

RO 10:17 So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.

Your faith grows as you are in the Word, meditating daily on it and praying over it. The Word is what builds faith.

In the New Testament continual blessings flow to us as long as we walk in the Spirit, conforming more to the image of Jesus daily by His word,  being obedient to the word.

HEB 8:6 But now hath he obtained a more excellent ministry, by how much also he is the mediator of a better covenant, which was established upon better promises.

2CO 1:20 For all the promises of God in him are yea, and in him Amen, unto the glory of God by us.

2PE 1:3-4 According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:

4 Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.
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
