      Part 7, The pronouncement of blessings and curses (B)

2CO 1:20 For all the promises of God in him are yea, and in him Amen, unto the glory of God by us.

2PE 1:3-4 According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:

4 Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.

The Oath

HEB 6:16-19 For men verily swear by the greater: and an oath for confirmation is to them an end of all strife.

17 Wherein God, willing more abundantly to show unto the heirs of promise the immutability of his counsel, confirmed it by an oath:

18 That by two immutable things, in which it was impossible for God to lie, we might have a strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay hold upon the hope set before us:

19 Which hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and stedfast, and which entereth into that within the veil;

The difference between covenant and oath.

Covenant:

Covenant is the contractual agreement between two. A mutual agreement (contract) associated with a 2 sided compact which involves binding conditions and or promises.

Agreement? – Intentions? 

Intentions are good but without actions they profit you nothing.

To be in an agreement or contract (covenant) you are committed.

Phileo – “God will leave to the sinless and blameless an inheritance by the terms of a will”     Heb.9:12-24

Oath:

“In situations where the truthfulness of an important declaration or affirmation is not readily accessible to the empirical confirmation, the credibility of a claim is enhanced by the use of an oath – the conditions and promises set forth.

“Emprical” – “Relying on experience or observation” – “Verified or disapproved by experience”  Simply - by you living it out or not.

A contractual agreement with terms and conditions that have to be carried out.

The Word judges:

JN 12:48 He that rejecteth me, and receiveth not my words, hath one that judgeth him: the word that I have spoken, the same shall judge him in the last day.

Difference between “logos” and “rhema”:

1PE 1:23 Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.

1PE 1:25 But the word of the Lord endureth for ever. And this is the word which by the gospel is preached unto you.

In verse 23 the word for “word “ in the greek is “logos” – God’s true word, His inner thought.

In verse 25 the word for “word” in the greek is “rhema” – A specific word acted on that Holy Spirit brings into manifestation as we confess it.

The Word is alive and powerful!

HEB 4:12 For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.

-It is comprehensive in it’s effects.

-It reaches into all the various parts and functions of the individual and makes judgments.

-The emphasis is not on the separation of one part from another but upon the penetration of all the individual parts.

Take heed how you hear – it is not just intellectually but spiritually. It’s capacity depends on the moral condition of the hearer.

Read 2Tim. 4:3-4 in the Amplified.

MK 4:24-25 And he said unto them, Take heed what ye hear: with what measure ye mete, it shall be measured to you: and unto you that hear shall more be given.

25 For he that hath, to him shall be given: and he that hath not, from him shall be taken even that which he hath.

It is impossible to confess and receive without faith.
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
