Duet. 29:9-15 The need for covenant,

God’s purpose is to establish a right relationship with His children,  Micah 6:8.

(Adam & Eve fall from God’s will to self will, they were given dominion and they turned around and gave that dominion away, that is why the need to establish this right relationship, so we know how to walk with God.)

Ps. 50:5, Rom. 12:1-2, In the end God gathers those who have made covenant with Him. (Mark 8:34-36, Luke 14:25-35)

God is perfect and true and He reveals Himself in His Word.

The Word of God is our measuring rod, it measures our lives and our words and shows us how to live and speak. 

It adjusts our attitudes and actions as we give ourself to Him through His word by faith. 

Psalm 19:7-11 has 5 points about the Word that the Full Life study Bible points out:

1. “The law of the Lord” – Is a general term for God’s revealed will which directs a person in a right relationship to Him.

2. “Testimony of the Lord is sure making wise the simple”  God’s true word which testifies to His character and will when studied makes one wise.

3. “The statutes of the Lord are right”- These are the definite rules concerning righteous living that is a joy to the godly, (1John 5:3)

4. “The commandments of the Lord” – These are the authoritive source of guiding light for the faithful who seek His way. The proper response to the commandments of God is to “Fear the Lord” which brings freedom from a life of sin,  Prov.16.6,  2Cor. 7:1.

5. “The judgments of the Lord”  These are the laws governing social life which lead to justice and righteousness.

Ps. 119:9  says the only way for you to cleanse your way is by taking heed according to God’s word.

John 17:17 Jesus prayed that you would be sanctified by truth and truth is the word of God.

Heb. 6:16-19 shows that the Bible is the words or oath of God’s covenant.

Heb.4:12 – these words are God’s and they are alive and powerful. (Ps.119:9, John 17:17)

2Tim.3:15-17 And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.

16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:

17 That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.

Here we see 5 things the word does:



    1. Makes you wise to salvation.

    2. It is profitable for doctrine – (learning & teaching)

    3. It is profitable for reproof – (conviction, evidence)

    4. It is profitable for correction – a straightening up again                           (reformation)

    5. It is profitable for instruction in righteousness.
