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Exchange of robes, belt and weapons

1SA 18:1-4 And it came to pass, when he had made an end of speaking unto Saul, that the soul of Jonathan was knit with the soul of David, and Jonathan loved him as his own soul.

2 And Saul took him that day, and would let him go no more home to his father's house.

3 Then Jonathan and David made a covenant, because he loved him as his own soul.

4 And Jonathan stripped himself of the robe that was upon him, and gave it to David, and his garments, even to his sword, and to his bow, and to his girdle.

The exchanging of robes is the first part of 3 parts found in this passage that all find their fulfillment in Jesus.

ISA 61:10 I will greatly rejoice in the LORD, my soul shall be joyful in my God; for he hath clothed me with the garments of salvation, he hath covered me with the robe of righteousness, as a bridegroom decketh himself with ornaments, and as a bride adorneth herself with her jewels. 

This exchange symbolizes the exchange of identities; Jesus took on our robe of sinful flesh and gave us His robe of righteousness!

Now we become a new creation in Christ Jesus! We become ambassadors of His, His representatives in this world!

2CO 5:17-21 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.

18 And all things are of God, who hath reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation;

19 To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation.

20 Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did beseech you by us: we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God.

21 For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.

It is not by any works of our own

TIT 3:5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;

Zechariah 4:6 “…Not by might, nor by power, but by My Spirit saith the Lord of hosts.”

Holy Spirit is the one who brings the power of God to us to live out our life as a covenant partner of His.

We are heirs of God and joint heirs with Jesus!   Rom.8:16-17

Now we have Christ in us our hope of glory!

COL 1:26-27 Even the mystery which hath been hid from ages and from generations, but now is made manifest to his saints:

27 To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory:

Your life is no longer just your own but His.

We are now to be conforming to the image of Jesus daily by the power of Holy Spirit through the word of God. We wear His robe!

The two become one. According to Eph. 5:30-32 we are members of His body just as a husband and wife  become one. A husband and wife are an anology of Christ and His church. We are to be as intimate with the Lord as our spouse. A husband and wife is an analogy of a husband and wife.

Phil.2:5-9 shows us Jesus taking our robe of flesh and gives us an example to follow. We must become obedient to death to self to be alive in Him and live in life abundantly and victoriously! (Mark 8:34-38, John 10:10)

If you want the fullness of Jesus you must die to self and be alive to God, be clothed in Him through the Word of God and prayer by Holy Spirit.

We have the responsibility of putting on Christ, we are to put on and wear His robe!

RO 13:14 But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not provision for the flesh, to fulfil the lusts thereof.

EPH 4:24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.

We are to walk in the newness of life! Rom.6:4
